Church Attendance “Inching Up” in 2010
In a study of over 800,000 interviews collected between 2008 and May 2010, Gallup
research reports that more Americans are attending religious services weekly or almost
weekly. Results of the study showed 43.1% of Americans regularly attending, up slightly
from 2009 (42.8%) and 2008 (42.1%). Gallup aligns the increase with Americans’
increasing economic confidence, suggesting that perhaps more people attend church
during good financial times rather than bad, as previously thought. The poll asked for a

report of attendance at a

church, synagogue or mosque.
